Long term goals:

BIG QUESTION:  How do you want your life to be in five years?

BIG ANSWER:  Think about the following ideas.  QUICKLY write down what pops in your head after each, even if you’re not completely sure, or it seems out of reach…you never know!

· In what area of employment (job) you could make a living that is satisfactory to you and still be happy doing it?
· How much school or training do you think that will take? (guess—or look it up)

· Do you want a family of your own?  If so, when, how many?

· Where do you see yourself living in five years?
· Obviously, everyone would love to be rich, but about how much money do you think would be satisfactory as you are just starting out in your career?  How much would you eventually need 20 years down the road?  (just guess!)

· What is most important to you:  security?  Fun?  Family?  

· What is something that you have always wanted to do (ie. Learn to fly a plane, go to Paris, restore a car, etc.)?   

· Personally, what is one thing you want to improve about yourself?  
Other goals you might have for yourself five years or more down the road:

After brainstorming, you need to write your answers into an organized essay.  It needs to be a page or more, so you will have to give a little detail about each of the above areas that you wrote down answers for.
