SHORT term goals:

BIG QUESTION:  How do you want your life to be ONE YEAR after you graduate?

BIG ANSWER:  Think about the following ideas.  QUICKLY write down what pops in your head after each, even if you’re not completely sure, or it seems out of reach…you never know!

· What do you need to do to graduate from high school? (think passing classes, finishing graduation requirements, deciding on further education plans, etc.)

· Do you want to pursue more education or training?  In what?   Where?

· What will you have to do to pay for that training/schooling?  How will you take care of planning for your financial needs between now and then?

· Do you have a job now?  Do you plan to get one or keep that one?

· What are your goals for yourself personally while you finish high school?

· During the summer after you graduate, what will you have to do to prepare for the next year?

· During the first year out of high school, what goals do you have for yourself?

Other goals you might have for yourself ONE year down the road:

After brainstorming, you need to write your answers into an organized essay.  It needs to be a page or more, so you will have to give a little detail about each of the above areas that you wrote down answers for.
