Constitution of the Zillah High School
Chapter of the Junior State
PREAMBLE

We the citizens of the Zillah High School Chapter of the Junior State, in order to achieve high standards of citizenship, improve out understanding of democratic processes, develop responsibility in the individual, and promote involvement in the community affairs, do establish this organization.

ARTICLE I: NAME

The name of this organization shall be “The Zillah High School Chapter of the Junior State and Allied Events”

ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP

Membership will be granted to all students who have paid their annual membership tax and are eligible Zillah High School students.

ARTICLE III: OFFICERS

Section A – Any active JSA/CWE member is eligible to run for office.

Section B – The officers shall be elected upon by a majority vote from the chapter body and the resignation of the Chapter Advisors. The election will be partial to a “secret ballet” process unless decided upon otherwise by the chapter members. If no candidate receives a majority, a second vote will be cast. If the need arises, Chapter Advisors can delegate a winner between a tie. 
Section C – The term of officers shall equate to one school year. In the case of a vacant position, the President can nominate a replacement as long as the chapter body is in consensus. Also, a new election for the position can be held. If no eligible member is available for a particular position, that positions duties and privileges shall be distributed among the remaining officers. If a President resigns or is impeached, The Vice President becomes the President.

Section D – The number of officers shall be determined annually by the chapter body and re-addressed shall the need arise. A minimum of four (4) office positions will be available:
1. The President: chief executive of the chapter and is responsible for representing the chapter at all events. The President will preside over all meetings and be a member of all committees. (S)he is responsible for running the chapter’s educational program and maintaining the motives of the club through passion, diligence, and open-mindedness.

2. The Vice President: assists the President and becomes the President if there is a vacancy in that position. 

3. The Secretary: will keep minutes of all meetings, record all chapter proceedings, and accounts for all chapter materials.
4. The Treasurer: will be in charge of all financial matters of the chapter. (S)he will preside over all budgets, fundraisers, costs, membership taxes, allowances and member accounts. 

5.  The Public Relations Chairman(s) attends to all aspects pertaining to the media and representation of the club. They manage all meeting releases, flyers, news and media events, and the promoting of the club to the associated student body.

6. The Junior Ambassador will be an active contributor in the planning of meetings and events and presides over the continuance of the club into the following year.

Section E – Any officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of chapter members present and voting, provided that notice has been given that this motion will be considered.

ARTICLE IV: ACTIVITIES

Section A – The chapter will meet at least once a month but will be flexible to varying schedules and events. Meetings may be called by either the President of the Advisors.
Section B – All meetings shall partake in events and issues related to current world events and matters.
ARTICLE V: AMENDMENTS

This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the chapter members.

ARTICLE VI: RATIFICATION

This Constitution shall take effect upon a two-thirds vote of the members of the chapter and upon the approval of the Junior State Governor.
