Your application is evaluated on a point system.  To be considered for a Foundation Scholarship you must complete all sections of the application.  The sections and points are as follows:

· Grades (up to 35 points)
· Goals (up to 5 points)
· Honors, activities, work/life experience (up to 35 points)
· Letters of recommendation (up to 10 points)
· Narrative (up to 15 points)
