DRUG, ALCOHOL AND TOBACCO  VIOLATIONS

STUDENT DRUG/ALCOHOL PROCEDURES-ZILLAH SCHOOL DISTRICT
LEGEND DRUGS-INCLUDING ANABOLIC STERIODS, ALCOHOL AND TOBACCO

This procedure will provide our students with an opportunity to succeed.  The premise of the procedure is based on the belief that Zillah School District can be drug, alcohol, and tobacco free.  All students shall refrain from using alcohol, drugs or tobacco either on or off campus throughout the full calendar year.  The following procedure becomes effective upon enrollment in the Zillah School System, grades seven  through twelve.

This action shall include all associated student body groups. (athletics, clubs, classes, music, NHS, ASB officers including graded performances/activities as part and non part of regular curriculum.)
1st VIOLATION  -(use/sale/possession of legend drugs, including anabolic steroids and alcohol.)
1. If the student self reports to at risk counselor:

a.) There will be total confidentiality with the at risk counselor (this is not meant to help the student circumvent the rules, but sometimes there are extenuating circumstances that allow for alternatives.)

b.) The students must undergo an assessment by a qualified agency to determine the extent of his/her substance abuse problem.  This assessment will be paid for by the student and/or family.
2. If the student self reports to a coach or other school staff, or is found In violation of the sale, possession and/ or use of  legend drug policy, including anabolic steroids and alcohol, the student is:

a.) Referred to the building principal.  The student will be subject to district policy and will immediately be  suspended from participating in any team activities

b.) Referred to at risk counselor for review.  The at risk counselor reports his/her review of the case to the building principal.
c.) The first violation will constitude a minimum of 25% suspension from any activity in which the student represents ZMS or ZHS.

d.) The student must undergo an assessment by a qualified agency to determine the extent of his/her substance abuse program.  This assessment will be paid for the student and/or family.
e.) In all cases of students possessing, selling or distributing alcohol and other illegal drugs including the illegal distribution of prescription medications and “look-a-like” drugs will be turned over to law enforcement for prosecution.

Students in violation of the drug/alcohol policy will be subject to a 25% non-athletic suspension and a 25% athletic suspension.  If the student is non currently involved in a non-athletic or athletic season the student will face suspension in the next season they are involved in.
2nd VIOLATION (W.I.A.A. POLICY)- The student shall be ineligible and prohibited from participation in any W.I.A.A. member school interscholastic or Zillah School District activity program for a period of one calendar year from the date of the second violation.
3rd VIOLATION (W.I.A.A. POLICY) –A student shall permanently be prohibited from participating in any W.I.A.A. member school interscholastic or Zillah School District activity program.

We feel that athletics can be a growing, maturing, and developing experience for the young people in our society.  We do not like to see injuries or any sort, whether it is a car accident or during an athletic event.  With your support, we believe that athletic participation by your child can be a rewarding and injury-free learning experience.
CONDUCT AND CITIZENSHIP
STATEMENT:

This procedure will provide our student with an opportunity to become a responsible citizen.  Citizenship is very important in the Zillah School District.

POLICY:
The student is expected to:

a) exhibit exemplary behavior    b) follow civil laws   c) exhibit good sportsmanship

CONSEQUENCES:

All problems with conduct and citizenship will be dealt with by the coach or advisor whenever possible.  The Athletic Director and or/Building Principle may also take disciplinary steps with athletics who violate our conduct policy.

TOBACCO PRODUCTS:

Possession and/or use of tobacco products during the sports season will result in the following:
1st Violation:  Will result in the student being ineligible for 29% of the seasons contests (consequences for activities other than athletics will be determined by the advisor and principal,, with a comparable discipline to athletics.)

2nd Violation :  Will result in immediate athletic suspension for the remainder of the season.  Other activities will be suspended for a minimum of one semester. 

USE OF TOBACCO
The Board of Directors recognizes that tobacco includes the addictive nicotine.   It is considered wrong,  harmful and expressly forbidden to possess and/or use tobacco products on school district property or as part of any school-related activity. This shall include all district buildings, grounds and personal vehicles on school property. Non-compliance with this procedure shall be grounds for disciplinary action.
