Guidelines for Medications at School

FOR MEDICATIONS TO BE GIVEN AT SCHOOL:

If it is medically necessary for your child to take a prescribed medication or even an over the counter medication like Tylenol, please:

· Complete a Medication Permission Form (available from the office or nurse) and

· Return form to school completed and signed by both Parent/Guardian and 


    Healthcare Provider.
Only the Parent/Guardian or other designated adult can carry medication to and from the school. 
· Children can not carry medication unless they have written permission from the Healthcare Provider and 

Parent.     (See guidelines below.)

· All medication must be in the original medication container and must be properly labeled with 

· The child’s name, 

· The name of the drug and 

· The dosage and time to be given. 

· If your child will also be taking the medicine at home, please have your Pharmacist fill a separate bottle  

just for school.
Please keep track of when the medication will need to be refilled. We will also send home a reminder when our supply is running low.

· If your child is taking pills or capsules, when you bring any new medication to school, please

· Count the number of pills with one of our school staff and 

· Sign on your student’s Medication Record verifying the amount.

Remember, we must have new paperwork anytime there is a change in the medication, the dose, or the time and that each school year the Medication Permission Form needs to be filled out again.

FOR STUDENTS CARRYING EMERGENCY MEDICATIONS

 (EpiPen, inhaler or diabetic supplies):

If you and the Healthcare Provider feel your child is capable, he/she may be able to carry his/her own emergency medications. Both Parent/Guardian and Healthcare Provider must complete the special section on the Medication Permission Form stating that the child is able to do so.  The Healthcare Provider is required to train your child on how and when to use the medication.

· Next, meet with your School Nurse and the child must demonstrate his/her ability to safely use the   


   medication.

· Parent, Healthcare Provider and the child must all complete the “Agreement for Self-Administration” 


   form that you can get from the office or nurse.

· You need to make sure that the medication is properly labeled and has not expired and help the child to 


   remember to carry it to school each day.

· We would like to have a back-up dose of the medication to be kept at school in case the child does forget


   to bring it.

· Again, this paperwork needs to be renewed each school year.
