The above student has completed Algebra 1 at Zillah Middle School, which is similar in content and objectives to the Zillah High School Algebra I course. 

Completion of Algebra I may allow you to earn a 1.0 (one year) high school credit that can be applied to ZHS graduation requirements and college entrance requirements. It may also allow you to take Geometry at ZHS as a Freshman. 

It is not required that you have the 8th grade Algebra I grade on your ZHS transcript. It is recommended that students who earned less than a "C" average retake Algebra I as a Freshman at ZHS. The actual grade earned each semester at ZMS will be automatically transferred to the ZHS transcript upon completion of this form.
Please review this opportunity carefully. State guidelines require that once a grade and credit are published on an official transcript that it cannot be removed or changed, unless a material error needs to be corrected. 

Procedure to earn credit:

1) Discuss this option with teacher and parents. 

2) Register for Geometry A and B for your freshman year (2 semesters)
3) Both student and parent must read the statement regarding transcription of credits and sign and date this for form.

4) Return this form to the ZHS Office no later than October 1. 
5) The Guidance counselor will then make the ZMS grade and credit transfer to the ZHS official transcript.  The grade and credits now count for GPA, graduation credits, etc. 
6) Once the transfer has been made it becomes a permanent part of the students high school record and can not be removed.
 We request transfer of the ZMS Algebra 1 grades to the official ZHS transcript. We acknowledge that once this transfer is made it is part of the official high school record, is permanent, and may not be removed, altered or changed.

RCW 28A.230.090 High school graduation requirements or equivalencies -- Reevaluation and report by state board of education -- Credit for courses taken before attending high school

(4) If requested by the student and his or her family, a student who has completed high school courses before attending high school shall be given high school credit which shall be applied to fulfilling high school graduation requirements if:
     (a) The course was taken with high school students, if the academic level of the course exceeds the requirements for seventh and eighth grade classes, and the student has successfully passed by completing the same course requirements and examinations as the high school students enrolled in the class; or
     (b) The academic level of the course exceeds the requirements for seventh and eighth grade classes and the course would qualify for high school credit, because the course is similar or equivalent to a course offered at a high school in the district as determined by the school district board of directors.
     (5) Students who have taken and successfully completed high school courses under the circumstances in subsection (4) of this section shall not be required to take an additional competency examination or perform any other additional assignment to receive credit.
